BEFORE USING THIS APPLIANCE 

Read the instructions thoroughly 
 

 Remove all plastic protective films on the appliance before operating the appliance. 

 The brackets and screws to fix this canopy to the wall are provided and are fixed to the 

inside packaging. Please check that the brackets and screws are not discarded with the 

packaging. 

 This appliance must be installed by a qualified professional. 

 Parmco is not liable for any damages or injuries caused as a result of not following the 

installation instructions in this manual. 
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Safety Information 

 This appliance is designed for non-commercial, household use only and must not be altered 

in any way. 

 This appliance can only be used safely when it is correctly connected to an efficient earthling 

system in compliance with New Zealand Electrical Standards requirements. 

 Before maintenance or cleaning always ensure that the appliance is disconnected from the 

mains. 

 Packaging items such as plastic bags, polystyrene, nails etc that this appliance is delivered in 

are potentially dangerous, and therefore appropriate measure must be taken to prevent 

children from coming into contact with them. 

 This appliance must only be used by adults. Make sure that children do not touch the 

controls or play with the appliance. Young children should be supervised to ensure they do 

not play with the appliance. 

 This appliance is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, 

sensory, or mental capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been 

given supervision or instruction concerning the use of this appliance by a person responsible 

for their safety. 

 The exposed parts of this appliance heat up during the cooking process and remain hot for 

some time afterwards, even after it has been switched off. Keep children well away during 

operation and while the unit is cooling down. 

 Do not do any flambé cooking underneath the hood. 

 When frying, never leave the pan alone because the cooking oil could flare up. 

 Keep the appliance thoroughly cleaned. Residues may cause fire risks. 

 DO NOT use a steam cleaner to clean this appliance. 

 Avoid improper or dangerous use of this appliance. 

 Do not obstruct the ventilation or heat dissipation slots. 

 This appliance is intended for indoor use only. Avoid exposing the appliance to atmospheric 

elements such as direct sunlight and rain. 

 If the supply cord is damaged, it must be replaced by the manufacturer or a service agent or 

a similarly qualified person.  
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Installation 

Before installation, please ensure the area is clean to avoid remaining bits of broken wood and 

dust being sucked into the unit. 

The appliance can be used as a rangehood or can be mounted beneath a wall cupboard and is 

suitable for use as an exhaust hood or as a recirculating hood; if an exhaust facility (an exhaust 

duct or a ventilating shaft) is available, then we recommend the hood be installed as an exhaust 

hood for then, most of the smells and vapours that arise when cooking or frying can be almost 

completely removed from the kitchen. 

 

Fastening the cooker hood on the wall 

1. The rangehood should be placed at a minimum distance of 65cm 

above the cooking surface when placed above an electric hob and a 

minimum of 75cm above the cooking surface when placed above a 

gas cooktop. 

2. To install onto the wall drill 4 holes of Ø8mm on a suitable place 

according with the centre distance of hole in the back of the cooker 

hood.  

3. Insert the nut into the holes. 

4. Insert the screws into the nuts and tight. 

5. Put up the cooker hood onto the fixed screws. 
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Fastening the cooker hood beneath a wall cupboard (ensure that the 

cupboard can support the weight of the hood). 

1. Drill 4 holes of 4mm diameter at the bottom of the hanging cupboard. 

 
2. Install the cooker hood on the bottom of the cupboard, tighten the hood with the M4 screws. 

 
3. Use two 3*12 screws to fix the adjusted board on the bottom of the hood in order to keep 

out the gap between hood back and cupboard.

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OPERATION 

 
 After connecting to power, indicator light will lit on, all the output close and the hood will 

enter standby mode. The indicator light will be off automatically after reminding if no 

operation. 

 Power on: Press power button  once, its indicator light will lit on, the hood works at low 

speed. Indicator light of low speed  will be bright. Press power button again to close it, 

and its indicator light will be off. All the function operation of the hood will be closed, the 

hood enters into standby mode, and run by circle.  

 The speed buttons and lamp button can work separately and not controlled by the power 

button. When a certain function button is pressed, the hood operates at that function status. 

Press (Power) button under any status, the cooker hood will be switched off without any 

functions. 

 Press lamp button  once; lights will be turn on. Indicator light of lamp button and 

power button  will lit on. Press lamp button  again to turn off the lights. Indicator 

light of lamp button  and power button  will be off. And recycle like this. 

 Press the  (High) button once, motor runs on high speed, the indicator light of high 

button  and power button will beam. Press high button  again and the motor will 

stop. Indicator light of high button and power button will be off,and run by circle. 

 Press the  (Mid) button once,motor runs on middle speed, the indicator light of middle 

button  and power button will beam. Press middle button again and the motor 

will stop. Indicator light of middle button and power button will be off,and run by circle. 

 Press the  (low) button once,motor runs on low speed, the indicator light of low button

 and power button will beam. Press low button again and the motor will stop. 

Indicator light of low button and power button will be off,and run by circle. 
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MAINTENANCE 

Cleaning of the Mesh Grease Filter 

The filter mesh is made of high-density aluminium and stainless steel. Please 

do not use corrosive detergents on it. If using a dishwasher to clean filters, 

please ensure that a non- caustic detergent is used. Keeping this filter clean 

will keep the appliance running correctly. 

 

In order to prevent fire hazard, it is recommendable to clean the filter every 2 months by 

carrying out the following instructions. 

 Unplug before cleaning, then remove the filters from the cooker hood and wash them in a 

solution of water and neutral liquid detergent, leaving to soak. 

 Rinse thoroughly with warm water and leave to dry. 

 The filters can be washed in the dishwasher, however different detergents have different 

caustic content and the aluminium filters may alter in colour. 

 It can be washed at more or less frequent intervals depending on how often the hood is 

used. 

 Clean the surfaces of the cooker hood regularly using a cloth moistened with denatured 

alcohol of non abrasive liquid detergent. 

 Keep the motor and other spare parts free from water, as this will cause damage to the 

appliance. 

 Replace filters approximately every 4 months. 

 There is a fire risk if cleaning is not carried out in accordance with the instruction 
 

Cleaning Method 

Method 1: Put the mesh into 40-50℃ clean soapy water. Allow soaking for several minutes. 

Clean with a soft brush. Do not apply too much pressure as the mesh is delicate and will 

damage easily. 

Method 2: If the detergent used in the dishwasher is of a non-caustic type, mesh filters can 

be put into a dishwasher. Set the temperature at around 60℃. 
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Replacing the LED Lights (SWITCH THE UNIT OFF AND PULL OUT THE PLUG FIRST) 

1. Remove the grease filter.

2. Use a tool or the hand to press the spring splinter of both sides of LED light to the inside,

until the light is pressed out, see pic 1.Then slightly pull the light connecting wire out,

and dismantle the terminal of the light connecting wire. See pic 2.

3. Apply the reverse procedure to install the light back.
